This phrase is clearly informative and not 
normative. The standard introduces ambiguity with 
its inclusion.

- Delete the phrase entirely as it is 
informative and that is covered by 
inclusion of the reference. 

- Include the other representation as a 
formal normative equation for a standard. 

The second option is the US proposed change to 
formally include these expressions as a normative 
formulation in the standard.
